Select a quotation from Act One of The Crucible (TC) and explain its significance.  The quotation you chose needs to do at least one of the following jobs:



a ) define a character or group of characters;



b ) describe a significant scene from this act;



c ) develop an important piece of the plot.

This essay will be comprised of 3 paragraphs, according to the following format:

A sample sentence with a quotation:

At the beginning of the play, "Reverend Parris is discovered kneeling beside the bed" of his daughter (3).


1st paragraph: Introduction





Make sure to clearly state your thesis.





Introduce the play and summarize the story so far. Briefly explain what you are going to talk about and why, but don’t mention the quotation yet.





2nd paragraph: Body





Use several forms of support and complete explanation.





Include the quotation you’ve chosen (at least) and show how it does job a, b, or c. Explain and prove your thesis as thoroughly as you can.








Do not introduce any new ideas here.





Summarize your arguments and explain, again, why your thesis is correct.





3rd paragraph: Conclusion





The exact quotation must be surrounded by quotation marks (" ").





At the end of the sentence, simply include the page number(s) in parenthesis; no “pg” needed!





The period at the end of the sentence comes after the parenthesis.
