	Quotations to go along with those 2 ideas would make this stronger. Your one quotation and explanation shows a good start. I’m sorry you didn’t get to put your thoughts together here.

	Where’s your evidence that he “doesn’t care” about cheating? And how does that show he’s unfair or racist? You jump to conclusions here without explaining how you got there. Where’s your evidence that “he is abusive towards his wife”? Daisy’s description of Tom doesn’t prove he’s abusive or unkind.

	The 2nd and 3rd quotations really do not help prove your point. The 1st quotation is good, but you’ll need to write more like that in order to show that your point is true.

	“[Seeing] the world as he does,” how does that show Tom’s belief in inequality? I have a similar question about quotation #2. The 3rd quotation is good and your explanation seems to relate back to your point.

	6.

	Tom doesn’t actually say that 2nd quotation. Nick just thinks that’s what Tom’s voice seems to say. A 3rd quotation, along with an appropriate explanation of that 2nd one (I think there is a way to tie Nick’s thought into Tom’s belief in his superiority), would improve this.

	Make sure your point states what you believe. If what’s in black here is your point, then all the evidence you list here contradicts that. The 1st quotation isn’t something Tom actually says. Nick is discussing Tom’s voice at that point and his voice seems to say what you’ve quoted. Also, try to have 2 blue for every red so that you’re sure to fully explain your thinking. The 2nd quotation could use more of a connection to your point.

	I don’t see how that 2nd quotation fits your point. It seems completely unrelated. Your 1st and 3rd quotations, though, look good. That’s good explanation for quotation 1.

	The pieces of evidence you include are good, but it’s your 3rd explanation that’s the strongest. The other 2 don’t connect back to your point as well. But is it only race that Tom feels this way about? And is it only at this one point in the story?

	That 2nd quotation is only what Tom’s voice seems to say, not something Tom actually says. It’s a good idea to discuss Tom’s feelings of inequality on varying subjects – smart thinking to bring in physical strength in addition to race. A 3rd quotation would have made this better.

	I’m not sure how that 3rd quotation fits into this. And I would have liked to read your explanation for the 2nd. Just be sure to make things clear in your explanation how this is a sign of Tom’s beliefs.

	Be careful of things like that 3rd quotation; Tom doesn’t actually say that, he only seems to say that by his appearance. The other 2 quotations are good, but try to spread out where you gather your evidence, not just from one spot in the novel.

	Your discussion of that 1st quotation doesn’t quite relate to your point as strongly as it should. That 4th sentence in the paragraph strays away from your point. The 2nd quotation and explanation is better. But since you’ve taken this all from one event in the novel this seems like Tom only felt this way once and only about race. Spread your discussion of the novel out a bit more so you sound like an expert.

	15
	The 1st and 2nd quotations are good. The only trouble is that they discuss the same incident in the novel, nearly on the same page. To spread your citations out throughout the novel adds more credibility to your argument.

	15
	There’s a way that the 3rd quotation matches your point, but you haven’t discussed it yet. The other 2 are good. The only trouble I see is that these all come from the same spot in the novel. That makes it seem like an isolated event that Tom feels this way.

	20
	You might think of explaining a world like “submerged” and telling what that means in relation to “the white race.” You’ve got good evidence here to support your point. My concern, though, is that this all comes from the same spot in the novel.

	20
	These are good quotations, but they all come from the same spot in the novel. Does Tom only feel this way once? And only about one thing (his race)? Spread out your discussion to include more of the novel so you sound like more of an expert.

	20
	The fact that you don’t only concentrate on a single event in the novel (Tom reading that book and the conversation that follows in chapter 1) makes this strong. You were just starting it, but I’m sure your discussion of the 3rd quotation would have been strong. Your 1st and 2nd evidence and explanation were good and effectively develop your point.

	20
	Great verbs! Tom believes, insisted, thinks, claims, proclaims – nice work on that.

Good evidence, now work on expanding your discussion to include the entire story so far. Does Tom only feel this way once in the story? And only about race?

	20
	You do well in setting up these quotations. Instead of just plunking down a quotation, you provide a bit of context before and after it. Nice wording. Just work on discussion the text as a whole, not only a single event. Does Tom only feel superior about race? And only in this one spot in the story?

	21. 
	20
	I really like the way you integrate the quotations into your sentences. That’s a skill that not everyone has or even knows about. Still, since you’re quoting only a few words at a time, I wonder if your readers would benefit from having a slightly longer quotation first, then your breakdown of what it all means.

	20
	More than just rephrasing the evidence, your explanation needs to show how that evidence connects to your point. So Tom is saying all those things – how does that show his belief about equality? This is good evidence – the only trouble is that it’s all from the same spot in the novel. Does Tom only feel superior once? And only about race?
