Picture Write

Writing Prompt:


Write a multi-paragraph descriptive essay based on the image you see on the overhead. This essay needs to also include your point of view, the story of how you came to see this happen.

Writing Format:
Look at the picture on the overhead projector carefully, noticing the sensory details of: 

Smell - think of scents that would be in the air
Sight - light, color, position, etc.
Sound - what would you hear if you were there?
Touch - tactile details, the way things would feel to your hands
Taste - what kinds of flavors would be in the air?

· Point of View (POV): Where are you when you observe this happen? Explain how you came to see this scene we are all looking at on the overhead. Spend time creating a way that you came to see this. Invent a story, a narrative about how you got there. Make it believable! 
· Final Draft: Double check your narrative on your POV and sensory details about the image. Of course, grammar and spelling will be important here, but so will the format of the paper. Remember to follow MLA standards.
